Historical Infrastructure Program Grants
Money has been set aside for a Historical Infrastructure Grant Program (HIP) within the Borough of Glen Gardner; with a focus on retaining wall improvements.
1. Retaining walls must be deteriorated and contiguous with a borough-owned road or sidewalk.

2. Borough residents, owner-occupied properties only.

3. In keeping with historical integrity, Main Street walls should be made of stone (poured concrete with rebar with a stone façade is acceptable), secondary road walls may be made of interlocking block.  Deviations must be requested in writing.
4. Contractor must be licensed and insured (copy of Certificate of Insurance, naming the property owner as an additional insured, is required to be submitted prior to the approval of the Grant application).

5. A detailed estimate for the work to be completed (on contractors letterhead with original signature), complete with drawings, current color photographs, as well as a copy of applicant’s deed and survey must accompany the Grant application.  Four (4) copies please.
6. All Grant applications will be reviewed by the HUD Committee, along with a site visit.  

7. The one-time Grant amount awarded will be determined by the HUD Committee based upon the submitted estimate, historical significance, the extent of deterioration of the existing infrastructure, and the amount of work required, up to a maximum of $10,000.

8. The applicant will be informed of the Grant awarded prior to the execution of the contract of work.

9. Work must commence within 6 months of final Grant approval.
10. Money will be disbursed to the applicant upon Borough inspection of the finished work, a copy of the contractor invoice, and a completed W-9.
11. The applicant will be issued a 1099-G at the end of the year for monies received.
12. Property owners agree to be 100% responsible for retaining wall maintenance after completion of the improvements either by deed or other recorded legally binding agreement.
